This language-enrichment program features songs, 
fingerplays, stories, and everyone’s favorite finale:

Stories & Songs (Ages infant-5) Here's an  
entertaining program that gives families an evening 
option for their young children – come join us for 
stories, music, and fun! No registration is required. 
 

Sensory Saturday (Ages 18 mos.-3) This program 
gives our young patrons fun ways to engage their 
senses at stations offering tactile experiences.  
 

On the Move! (Ages 18 mos.-5)  
Not quite a story-time, not quite a dance party – but 
the best of both! Bring your active little ones to  
listen to stories and then dance, hop, spin, and shake 
off some energy! No registration required. 
 

Imagine That! (Ages 2-5)  Bring your kids to enjoy 
stories and lots of imaginative play – a fun program 
that fosters creativity and collaboration! 
 

Sprouting Scientists (Ages 3-5) Young children 
will enjoy stories and hands-on activities that show 
them how fun and intriguing science can be.
